Mr. Wickerham said copies of those changes are in each Supervisor’s box. He stated these are largely
housekeeping issues.

Authorizing the Chairman to enter into an amended contract with Franklin Community Center to accept an
additional $695 in State COLA aid and amending the budget in relation thereto. (Dale Angstadt, Mental Health
Director)

Authorizing the Chairman to enter into an amended contract with 820 River Street, Inc. to accept an additional
$1,277 in State COLA aid and amending the budget in relation thereto. (Dale Angstadt, Mental Health
Director)

Authorizing the Chairman to enter into an amended contract with Family and Children’s Services to accept an
additional $1,553 in State COLA aid and amending the budget in relation thereto. (Dale Angstadt, Mental

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Mr. Trottier said the County crews did an excellent job in conjunction with National Grid and also the Sheriff’s
Department with their Mobile Commend Center.

Ms. Raymond jokingly thanked Hadley and Day for taking the brunt of the storm.

Mr. Trottier mentioned in the Clerk of the Board’s office, there is a thank you note from the Youth Commission
from Hadley/Luzerne for the Fun in the Sun grant they received from the Board of Supervisors.

Ms. Daly said there was an article in today’s Daily Gazette announcing the Senior-to-Senior animal adoption
program.
