Discount Program Card, which is accepted at hundreds of participating
businesses right here in Saratoga County.

Are You Eligible?
The Saratoga County Veterans F.A.V.0O.R. Discount Program is for
Veterans or the widows and widowers of Veterans. We are pleased to
welcome Gold Star Parents to the list eligible participants in this program.

Eligibility for a Saratoga County Veterans ID Card is dependent on being
an honorably discharged Veteran of the United States Military. The
Veteran or widow/widower, or Gold Star Parent MUST apply for the card
In person.

An Original DD-214 must be on file with the Saratoga County Clerk’s
Office before a Veteran F.A.V.O.R. Identification card can be issued.
