LEPC Minutes
September 30, 2015

Carl Zielman started the meeting at 2:17 pm at the request of the Chair, Gerry Morigerato at 2:17 pm

Carl updated the members on the Public Outreach Committee (PO) efforts to begin the development of the LEPC website through the IT Department for Saratoga County. The website can be found inside the www.saratogacounty.ny.gov website. When the web page is up and running the bylaws and list of committee members will be posted. No contact information for members will be available to the public.

Carl acknowledged new member from Saratoga Publishing, Art Gonick. Chair Gerry Morigerato arrived at 2:21 pm

Business: Bylaws were distributed to the entire membership of LEPC electronically and a set was provided to the present membership to review the final language of the bylaws. 

A discussion ensued in regard to Article 3 Officers, Section 1 Nomination and Election of Officers: “ The election shall be in December by ballot, ….”
And Article 3, Section 2. Terms of Office: “The term of the officers elected at the organizational meeting shall expire on December 31.” 

The LEPC agreed that the election in December and expiration of the position in the same month was counterproductive. A motion was made by Marilyn Rivers to change the language in Article 3 Officers, Section 1 Nomination and Election of Officers: “ The election shall be in December January by ballot, ….”
Carl Z seconded the motion and all were in favor. There were no abstentions or no objections. Motion was passed.

A motion was made by Carl Z to approve the final copy of the LEPC bylaws and seconded by Luke. All were in favor, there were no abstentions or no objections. Motion was passed.

It was decided a signature page was not required and that Carl would present the new set of bylaws to Saratoga County Board of Supervisors at the next meeting. A set of the bylaws will be made available to members of the LEPC.

At 2:30 and 2:35 pm two members of the LEPC arrived from Ellis Medicine and National Grid. 

Chair went over next steps: potential new members arriving, an in depth review of the Committees and the importance of committing to one and a training for the October meeting on Micromedics. Micromedics is a tool available in emergency situations where global MSDS are housed and larger emergency response tools. 

Carl gave a update on the Comprehensive Emergency Plan. A company has been brought in to evaluate the plan. There will be no work for the LEPC until December in regard to the Plan. A radio exercise is being done. Also there was a $3M grant received to upgrade the CAD and radios.
